The presenter team set
the record straight. Real examples of what is considered to be a secure facility were
explained and then dozens of examples of non secure facilities were portrayed along
with photos of innocent security breaches.

Benefits

The benefits of progressing through the C-TPAT program were explained. The major
benefit is to companies shipping truck loads of goods from Canada to the USA, The
higher the level of GTPAT status achieved the short the delays at boarder crossings,
which reduces shipping costs and lead
times.
